
improvements.  These are always based on need, proper planning, and a 
determination by the agency that the project and its associated improvements 
are a worthy investment to serve the general public.  Examples of such 
agencies include: 

 
a.  Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) -- special funding for projects to 

address serious environmental concerns such as hazardous waste sites, 
chemical contamination the water supply (e.g., arsenic, copper, etc.), or 
other environmental threats to the health and welfare of the general public. 

 
b.  Montana Department of Environmental Quality (DEQ) -- similar to EPA in 

programs to clean up the environment such as chemical spills, hazardous 
contamination, environmental remediation, etc. 

 
c.  Montana Department of Transportation (MDT) -- programs for improving 

and enhancing transportation facilities on federal aid routes and eligible 
secondary routes (usually administered by the County).  MDT administers 
the Community Transportation Enhancement Program (CTEP).  Both the 
City of Dillon and Beaverhead County are given funds annually, depending 
on legislature funding, to be applied toward qualified improvements.  CTEP 
improvements commonly involve sidewalk, lighting and landscaping 
improvements, but have been known to be applied toward diverse, creative 
projects. 

 
d.  Beaverhead County -- funds occasionally available for cooperative efforts at 

capital improvement based on need and approval of the County 
Commission (e.g., The use of joint funds toward infrastructure at the 
perimeter of the City still maintained by the County.  This could potentially 
be applied to a location such as Noble Avenue street improvements). 

 
F. Private Foundations  
 
 There are numerous foundations and private sources of both grant and loan 

money available that can sometimes be used on capital improvements.  
Generally, these are based on extreme need and the inability of finding funding 
elsewhere.  Such programs are often competitive and entirely discretionary on 
the part of the grantor and thus may not be as reliable a source of funding as 
some others listed above.  Private funding is also usually limited to fairly small 
amounts and targeted at specific needs (e.g., landscaping and enhancement, 
library expansion, purchase of life safety equipment, etc.). 

 
G. Special Improvement District 
 

Special Improvement Districts (SID) are a commonly used means to finance 
improvements affecting a specific area or group of people.  Specific regulations 
dictate the way the project costs are distributed between the members of the 
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SID.  (In the case of the street and sidewalk improvements installed in SID 34, 
the payment distribution was based on lot frontage feet).  For the SID to be 
passed by its members, a majority of the property owners must support the 
project.  Similar to any public financing, administrative costs are incurred to 
establish the SID and acquire public funding for the project.  These 
administrative costs are then rolled into the total project loan amount.  Members 
of the SID then repay the public loan through taxes.
