Title 10 VEHICLES AND TRAFFIC

10.03 - Definitions   

The following definitions apply to DMC Title 10; all definitions include capitalized and non-capitalized forms:

1. Abandoned Vehicle means a vehicle, motorized or not, which is operable or not, and has been left unattended on public property for more than one hundred twenty (120) hours, or has remained illegally on public property for more than one hundred twenty (120) hours.
2. Alley - A narrow street amenable to pedestrian or vehicle traffic which is typically located between or behind lots, blocks, buildings or other real property. Alleys are typically used to unload persons or property destined for the various properties which they abut and to access parking areas.
3. Bicycle - A vehicle propelled solely by human power  upon which a person may ride and that has three or fewer tandem wheels and a seat height of more than 4 inches from the ground when the seat is raised to its highest position, except two-wheeled human-propelled scooters and similar devices. 
4. Central Business District or Business District—The central business district  of the City of Dillon; the area which comprises the central business district zone for the City of Dillon is described as District (e.g., Zone) C-3 on the official zoning map for the City Dillon pursuant to DMC § 17.08.010
5. City Street - A street within the boundaries of the City of Dillon, Montana. 
6. Crosswalk - That part of a roadway at an intersection included within the connections of the lateral lines of the sidewalks on opposite sides of the highway measured from the curbs or, in the absences of curbs, from the edges of the traversable roadway, or any portion of a roadway at an intersection or elsewhere distinctly indicated for pedestrians crossing by lines or other markings on the surface. 
7. Ditch - A channel capable of conveying or holding water, other than the area at which the curb or other edging meets a roadway’s surface. 
8. Fire Lane – A Fire lane is any access, road, alley, driveway, or any portion of a public or private parking lot that has been deemed necessary by the Local Fire Authority to comply with Dillon Municipal Code (DMC) 15.16.010 and the adoption of the International Fire Code.

9. Gross Vehicle Weight - The weight of a vehicle without load plus  the weight of any load on the vehicle.
10. Highway, Public Highway, or Street - The entire width between the boundary lines of every publicly maintained way when any part of the publicly maintained way is open to use of the public for purposes of vehicular travel. The terms include alleys.
11. Intersection - The area embraced within the prolongation or connection of the lateral curb lines or, if there are no curb lines, then the lateral boundary lines of the roadways of two highways that join one another at or approximately at right angles or the area within which vehicles travelling upon two different highways joining at any other angle may come in conflict.
12. Individual Parking Space - A portion of the street surface of sufficient length and depth from a curb or shoulder, as delineated by white lines, to accommodate the parking of a single vehicle, or, in the absence of such white lines, a portion of the street surface of sufficient length and depth from the curb or shoulder to accommodate the parking of a single vehicle, plus:
a. the area of  street surface 3 feet to the rear of the rearmost extension the vehicle, and
b. the area of street surface 3 feet to the front of the forward most extension of the vehicle. 
As used herein, the term “extension of the vehicle” includes impact-absorption devices such as bumpers and “brush bars”, along with racks, hitch tongues, and like devices which protrude from a vehicle, regardless of whether such devices were included with the vehicle when it was originally produced. 
13. Motor Vehicle - A vehicle propelled by its own power and designed or used to transport persons or property upon the highways of this state, including the vehicles described in MCA § 61-1-101(46)(a)(ii)-(iii) and subject to the exclusions in MCA § 61-1-101(46)(b).
14. Official Traffic Control Devices - All signs, signals, markings, and devices that are placed or erected by authority of a public body or official having jurisdiction for the purposes of regulating, warning, or guiding traffic.
15. Police Officer - An officer employed by, or acting on behalf of, the City of Dillon or another governmental entity who is authorized to direct traffic, regulate traffic, or make arrests for violations of statutes, regulations, or municipal ordinances applicable to traffic. The term includes Sheriff’s Department Officers and Montana Highway Patrol Officers. 
16. Park - As used in this title, the term “Park” and all like derivatives, when not used as a noun, mean(s) the complete cessation of a vehicle’s movement upon a street other than a brief complete cessation of a vehicle’s movement upon a street incidental to obeying traffic controls or avoiding conflict with other vehicles or pedestrians. 
17. Pedestrian - Any person on foot or any person in a manually or mechanically propelled wheelchair or other low-powered, mechanically propelled vehicle designed specifically for use by a physically disabled person.
18. Person - As used in this Title, the terms “Person” and all like derivatives shall be interpreted in the broadest sense, so as to include natural-born persons as well as organizations, regardless of whether formed for profit. Organizations include, but are not limited to, sole proprietorships, partnerships of all varieties, limited liability companies, corporations, nonprofit corporations, closed corporations, franchisers and franchisees.
19. Roadway - That portion of a highway improved, designed, or ordinarily used for vehicular travel, exclusive of the birm or shoulders.
20. Sidewalk - That portion of a street that is between the curb lines or the lateral lines of a roadway and the adjacent property lines and that is intended for use by pedestrians.
21. Sweeping District - The following Street sections comprise the sweeping district:
a. Montana Street from Helena Street to Reeder Street,
b. Idaho Street from Helena Street to Bannack Street,
c. Bannack Street from Montana Street to Washington Street,
d. Center Street from Montana Street to Washington Street,
e. Washington Street from Helena Street to Reeder Street,
f. Idaho Street from Bannack Street to Reeder Street,
g. Sebree Street from Montana Street to Washington Street, and
h. Glendale Street from Montana Street to Washington Street.
22. Vehicle - A device, motorized or not, in, upon, or by which any person or property may be transported or drawn upon a public highway or sidewalk.  The term Vehicle also applies to, but is not limited to flatbed utility trailers, enclosed utility trailers, bumper pull camp trailers, fifth wheel trailers, and any trailer that is used to transport all-terrain vehicles, any trailer used to transport any type of water craft and any bumper pull trailer or fifth wheel trailer that may be used to transport livestock.  The term excludes conveyances which are exclusively used upon stationary rails or tracks.
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
