Chapter 10.12 Enforcement of Traffic Code

10.12.030 Notice on Unattended Vehicles.  

1.
Whenever a police officer determines any vehicle is in violation of any section found in DMC Title 10, or other DMC Title, and such vehicle is unattended, the police officer shall conspicuously affix to the vehicle a written notice which includes:

a.
the time and date at which the officer affixed the notice to the vehicle, 

b.
the name of the last registered owner,

c.
a statement which sets forth the DMC Sections or Montana Code Annotated Sections which the police officer believes have been violated and that the last registered owner has been charged with such violations,

d.
a statement that the last registered owner has five business days from the time and date stated in the notice pursuant to subsection (a), above, to answer the charges against the last registered owner in Dillon City Court, and

e.
the street address and regular business hours of the Dillon City Court. 

2.
A police officer may determine the identity of the last registered owner of an unattended vehicle or any other vehicle by comparing the vehicle’s license plate number with any electronic or other database accessible to the police officer which is commonly used by police officers in the State of Montana to access such information.
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10.12.040 - Illegal Parking

1.
Generally: A person shall not park or otherwise stop a vehicle, except when necessary to avoid conflict with other traffic or in compliance with the law or the directions of a police officer or official traffic control device, in any of the following places:

a.
on a sidewalk,

b.
in a place which obstructs vehicular or pedestrian access of a public or private driveway or alley,

c.
within an intersection,

d.
within 15 feet of a fire hydrant,

e.
on a crosswalk,

f.
within 20 feet of a crosswalk at an intersection, 

g.
within 30 feet upon the approach to any flashing beacon, stop sign, or official traffic control device located at the side of a roadway, 

h.
within 50 feet of the nearest rail of a railroad crossing,

i.
with any of the right-hand wheels of the vehicle more than 18 inches from the right-hand curb on a two-way roadway with a curb,

j.
with any of the right-hand wheels of the vehicle more than 18 inches from the right-hand curb on a one-way roadway with a curb where parking on the right-hand side of the one-way roadway is not prohibited, 

k.
with of the left-hand wheels of the vehicle more than 18 inches from the left-hand curb on a one-way roadway with a curb where parking on the left-hand side of the one-way roadway is not prohibited,

l.
with the front of the vehicle facing against the flow of traffic, 

m.
within 20 feet of the driveway entrance to a fire station on the side of the roadway on which the driveway entrance to the fire station is located, or within 75 feet of the driveway entrance to a fire station on the side of the roadway opposite the driveway entrance to the fire station,

n.
on the roadway side of any other vehicle stopped or parked at the curb or edge of the roadway,

o.
on any bridge or other elevated structure upon a roadway or within a tunnel upon the roadway,

p.
within any place where official traffic control devices prohibit parking or stopping,

q.
in any place which could obstruct or alter the flow or orientation of water in a ditch used for conveying or holding irrigating or stock water, unless such parking is incidental to ditch maintenance, repair, or construction, or

r.
upon any street within the sweeping district on any Monday from May 1st to September 30th between the hours of 4:00 AM and 7:00 AM.

2.
Bicycle Double Parking Allowed: DMC § 10.12.040(1)(n) does not apply to two or fewer bicycles parked on the roadway side of another bicycle stopped or parked at the curb or edge of the roadway. 
3.
Time Limitations: 
a.
No person shall otherwise lawfully park a vehicle in an individual parking space for longer than:
i.
48 hours on a city street within the central business district, 

ii.
120 hours on any other city street, 

iii.
120 hours on property owned by the City of Dillon and on which parking is not otherwise prohibited by the Dillon Municipal Code or Montana Law,

iv.
the maximum allowable amount of parking time on any area in which parking occurs which is subject to official traffic control devices indicating a maximum allowable amount of parking time, including, but not limited to, individual parking spaces in the central business district with a maximum allowable amount of parking time of 15 minutes as established pursuant to DMC § 10.45.025, or

v.
the applicable time period described in DMC § 10.40.100 if such parking occurs in an alley.

b.
In the event two time limitations apply to a parked vehicle, the shorter time limitation shall control. 

4.
Certain Permitholders Exempt from Some Time Limitations: The owner of a vehicle displaying a disabled parking permit pursuant to MCA § 49-4-301, et. seq., shall be exempt from the time limitations set forth in DMC § 10.12.040(3)(a)(i)-(iii).

5.
Last Registered Owner Responsible for Unattended Vehicle: The last registered owner of an unattended vehicle in violation of this section is rebuttably presumed to be the party responsible for the violation. Pursuant to DMC § 10.45.030, the last registered owner shall pay to the City of Dillon any costs incurred by the City of Dillon in removing, storing, or disposing of a vehicle, less any sums received by the City of Dillon incidental to disposing of the vehicle.  
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10.12.100  Unlawful Parking 
It is hereby unlawful for any person to park in the City of Dillon on the following streets at the specific time.
There will be no parking on Mondays from 4:00 A.M. to 7:00 A.M. on Washington Street from Helena to Reeder Streets, Idaho Street from Bannack to Reeder Streets, Sebree Street from Montana to Washington Streets, Glendale Street from Montana to Washington Streets, Montana Street from Helena to Reeder Streets; Idaho Street from Helena to Bannack Streets; Bannack Street from Montana to Washington Streets; Center Street from Montana to Washington Streets.
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
